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Our practice of closed communion is the historic
practice of the church. It is prompted by love, both for
God’s Word and for God’s people. It does not deny
that members of other denominations are Chris-
tians. Rather, it bows the knee to the Bible's
deep concern for doctrinal truth (Rom. 16:17) and
the Bible’s witness that doctrinal unity is central to the
common reception of this sacrament. For this rea-
son, guests who desire to commune are asked to
speak with the pastor before the service.

WELCOME! We invite all visitors to sign the guest register
in the narthex and worship with us again. If you are not

a first time visitor and are not communing, please complete
the card located with communion cards in front of the
pews. If you have questions about how to join our church
or study the Scriptures with us, please speak with one of our
Elders or the Pastor.

Each Saturday evening from 6-8PM Pastor Rappe
avails himself for private confession and absolution,
that which the historical Lutheran Church refers to as
the third Sacrament. This is made available to those
whose consciences are burdened and whose hearts
are troubled. No one is forced to make private confes-
sion, as no one is forced to Baptism or the Holy Supper.
Rather, this is the means of God’s gospel to those who
seek Him and the forgiveness of sins in Jesus.

And who is he who will harm you if you become followers of what is good? But even if you should suffer for
righteousness’ sake, you are blessed. “And do not be afraid of their threats, nor be troubled.” But sanctify the Lord
God in your hearts, and always be ready to give a defense to everyone who asks you a reason for the hope that is
in you, with meekness and fear; having a good conscience, that when they defame you as evildoers, those who
revile your good conduct in Christ may be ashamed. For it is better, if it is the will of God, to suffer for doing good
than for doing evil.

For Christ also suffered once for sins, the just for the unjust, that He might bring us to God, being put to death in
the flesh but made alive by the Spirit, by whom also He went and preached to the spirits in prison, who formerly
were disobedient, when once the Divine longsuffering waited in the days of Noah, while the ark was being pre-
pared, in which a few, that is, eight souls, were saved through water. There is also an antitype which now saves
us—baptism (not the removal of the filth of the flesh, but the answer of a good conscience toward God), through
the resurrection of Jesus Christ, who has gone into heaven and is at the right hand of God, angels and authorities
and powers having been made subject to Him.

HOLY GOSPEL LUKE 5:1-11
So it was, as the multitude pressed about Him to hear the word of God, that He stood by the Lake of
Gennesaret, and saw two boats standing by the lake; but the fishermen had gone from them and were washing
their nets. Then He got into one of the boats, which was Simon’s, and asked him to put out a little from the land.
And He sat down and taught the multitudes from the boat.
When He had stopped speaking, He said to Simon, “Launch out into the deep and let down your nets for a
catch.”

But Simon answered and said to Him, “Master, we have toiled all night and caught nothing; nevertheless at
Your word | will let down the net.” And when they had done this, they caught a great number of fish, and their net
was breaking. So they signaled to their partners in the other boat to come and help them. And they came and filled
both the boats, so that they began to sink. When Simon Peter saw it, he fell down at Jesus’ knees, saying, “Depart
from me, for | am a sinful man, O Lord!”

For he and all who were with him were astonished at the catch of fish which they had taken; and so also were
James and John, the sons of Zebedee, who were partners with Simon. And Jesus said to Simon, “Do not be afraid.
From now on you will catch men.” So when they had brought their boats to land, they forsook all and followed Him.
