     Then all the congregation of the children of Israel set out on their journey 
from the Wilderness of Sin, according to the commandment of the L඗කඌ, 
and camped in Rephidim; but there was no water for the people to drink. 
Therefore the people contended with Moses, and said, “Give us water, that 
we may drink.” 
     So Moses said to them, “Why do you contend with me? Why do you 
tempt the L඗කඌ?” 
       And the people thirsted there for water, and the people complained 
against Moses, and said, “Why is it you have brought us up out of Egypt, to 
kill us and our children and our livestock with thirst?” 
      So Moses cried out to the L඗කඌ, saying, “What shall I do with this people? 
They are almost ready to stone me!” 
     And the L඗කඌ said to Moses, “Go on before the people, and take with 
you some of the elders of Israel. Also take in your hand your rod with which 
you struck the river, and go. Behold, I will stand before you there on the rock 
in Horeb; and you shall strike the rock, and water will come out of it, that the 
people may drink.” 
     And Moses did so in the sight of the elders of Israel. So he called the 
name of the place Massah and Meribah, because of the contention of the 
children of Israel, and because they tempted the L඗කඌ, saying, “Is the L඗කඌ 
among us or not?”

   Do you not know that those who run in a race all run, but one receives the 
prize? Run in such a way that you may obtain it. And everyone who com-
petes for the prize is temperate in all things. Now they do it to obtain a per-
ishable crown, but we for an imperishable crown. Therefore I run thus: not 
with uncertainty. Thus I fight: not as one who beats the air. But I discipline 
my body and bring it into subjection, lest, when I have preached to others, I 
myself should become disqualified.
