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Our practice of closed communion is the historic practice
of the church. It is prompted by love, both for God’s Word
and for God’s people. It does not deny that members of
other denominations are Christians.  Rather, it bows
the knee to the Bible’s deep concern for doctrinal
truth (Rom. 16:17) and the Bible’s witness that doctrinal
unity is central to the common reception of this sacrament. P ——
For this reason, guests who desire to commune are
asked to speak with the pastor before the service.

WELCOME! We invite all visitors to sign the guest register in
the narthex and worship with us again. If you are not a first
time visitor and are not communing, please complete the card
located with communion cards in front of the pews. If you have
questions about how to join our church or study the Scriptures
with us, please speak with one of our Elders or the Pastor.

Each Saturday evening from 6-8PM Pastor Rappe avails
himself for private confession and absolution, that which
the historical Lutheran Church refers to as the third Sac-
rament. This is made available to those whose consciences
are burdened and whose hearts are troubled. No one is
forced to make private confession, as no one is forced to Bap-
tism or the Holy Supper. Rather, this is the means of God’s
gospel to those who seek Him and the forgiveness of sins in
Jesus.

But you have not so learned Christ, if indeed you have heard Him
and have been taught by Him, as the truth is in Jesus: that you put off,
concerning your former conduct, the old man which grows corrupt ac-
cording to the deceitful lusts, and be renewed in the spirit of your
mind, and that you put on the new man which was created according to
God, in true righteousness and holiness.

Therefore, putting away lying, “Let each one of you speak truth with
his neighbor,” for we are members of one another. “Be angry, and do
not sin”: do not let the sun go down on your wrath, nor give place to the
devil. Let him who stole steal no longer, but rather let him labor, working
with his hands what is good, that he may have something to give him
who has need. Let no corrupt word proceed out of your mouth, but what
is good for necessary edification, that it may impart grace to the hear-
ers. And do not grieve the Holy Spirit of God, by whom you were sealed
for the day of redemption. Let all bitterness, wrath, anger, clamor, and
evil speaking be put away from you, with all malice. And be kind to one
another, tenderhearted, forgiving one another, even as God in Christ
forgave you.
